It is true, that with regard to Toxas, the civil su.
thority of Bezico has been cxpelled, ite invadiug arm
defeated, the Chief of the Republic himself captured,
and sl present- pawer to conlrul the newly orgenized
G wlthin its conlines,
Uut, on the other hand, there iv, in appsaranco at least,
an iunnense disparity.of physical. forca.on the side o"
Mezico, The Méxican Iepublic, underacother Exe-
cutive, ia nllglqgilg‘ra:ccs vnder anew leader, sad mes
nacing b fresh-invesion to recoverits lost domtnion.—
Upon the issue of Ihis threalened Invasion, the inde-
pendeacs oF Texas may be consideredins snepanded;
and were lierg nathing pecalia in the rolative situstien
of the U. B. aud Fexss, oer acknowledgmentof its indee
pendenco ot auch a crisis could scnrue!iy be regarded ss
consistent with that l:mdrnl. 1escive with which we have
heretofere hield curselves houndtotreat similar questions.
Bot there ore circunglances in the relations of the two
couantrics whicl require ug to act, on 1lis occasion, with
even.more than. our woutcd cauliou, Texas was once
claimed as a part of our property; and there aro those *
among our citizens who, slwnya reluctant to sbavdon
that clsim, cannat byt regard with solicitade the prospect
of the re-union of tha tezritory.to\llls country. A larga
proportion of itscivilized Inhabitantsare emigrants from
the United States, spesk lhs same language with ovr-
selves, clierish the sane priaciples, political aad religiou:
and are bound la many of ocr cilizees by ties of friends
ohip and kindred blead; and wors thon all, it is known
hat the people of thet coantry Lave instituted the same
sawe forin of Governinent with our own, and have,
uince the close of your last session, o i resolved,
on tho acknowledgment by us of their pendence,
to- seek for admigsion inte the Unlon as one of the
Féderal Statea.  Thia last clrcumstance ls & malter
of* peculinr delivacy, nnd forces upon as considers-
i

ions of io gravest chbaracier. Ths title of Texes to
the terrilory she: claims js ideptified with her indepen«
dence. She asks v3 to acknawledge thet title'lo the ter.
ritory, willt an evowed design to treat immedielely of
its transfer to the United States. It becomica ns 16 be-
ware,of a leo early movement, s it might aubject ns,
however sunjustly, to the Imputstion of seeking to
csfablish \the claitn of our neighbats to a terrilory,
with & view lo jls subsequent scquisition by ocur-
selves.  Prudeace, thercfore, seews to dictate that
we should Wiill sland albef, and maintain aor pre.
sent attllude, I not unlil Mexico Mself; or one of ths
great foteign powers, shall recognize the independenco
of the new Government, at least unlil tbe lapsa of tima
or the coueze of eventa shall have proved, beyoud eavil
or dispute, the ability of the people of that countty to
raintain. thair sepsrate saroreizuly, and to upbpld “the
Govgrnmelt,copatiluted by them,” Nellher of tho con-
{ending pertics can justly complain of this course. By
purauing it, wearo but careyisg oul the long establishs .
