Crowding The Market.

Quality, whaiever the other market factors, alwsys bolds some prefer-
ence. Crowdiog the market always affects prices, whatever tbhe commodity.
WWhen buyersa can have their ptck at thelr-own price, the price s not going
to be placed at high figures. Says the Southern Tobacco Journal:

We do not know that it can be belped, but we believe now that tobacco

farmers are In too big a hurry tosell thelr crops, The seasons open in South
Carclinza in July or August, and in 2 month or aix weeks the crop down
that way is sold. In fact tke South Caroline markets open before tobacco
firmos are in good shape for buying. The Warehouees open up, and farmers
rush their tolacco to the markete without grading or decent hsndling. This
may be best for the farmer, but we can't see it that way. Thae eastern Caro-
loa markels open sbaut the Ume the South Carollna markeis close and it
1s a biz rush on the markets until the crop is ecld—gome markets running
triple sales. The Old Belt markets are in full biast and selllng tobacco just
as rapidly aa it {s possitle. Next month Western markets wiil open with
the same kind of rapld selling, if not mere 30, that is found on the Soutbern

markete. Too often tobacco Is scld In bad rondition, because the farmer
is anxious to get {t sold. Is there any remedy for the too rapid selllng ot
tobacco?

Of course it Ia a question to know when to zell. If one must meet a
note the faterest question {s more acute then If It 1s a matter of the expense
ot halding the crop on one’s own account.

TUndoubtedly we are seiling our tobacco In {ta rawest state. One way
would be for the Laoks to help the farmers hold their crops for an advan-
tageous market. The other way is through diversified tarmiog. The tenants
can kelp themselves to a large degree by raising more gardena, fruits, poul-
try and meat auimals. It Is all a problem, a large one; but glving some at-
tention to the hest time to market and the best stage in the development
of the better guallties of the product to offer It for sale are very much
worth while.
